Policy Initiative 

Bermuda adopted a National Policy on Disability in June 2007. One of the guiding principles of the policy  is to "compile quality research and document planning mechanisms." ("Committee for National Policy on Disabilities" p. 10).  A recommendation of the policy is to establish a National  Accessibility Advisory Council (NAAC) and the  first meeting was held  in January 2008. The long-term goal of NAAC is  to conduct a disability survey of households and institutions to be used as a needs assessment.

Technical Assistance

After returning from the 7th Washington Group Meeting on Disability Statistics, I presented a report to the Chief Statistician and I apprised the staff of the refinement to the domain question on communication. Additionally, I provided the stafff with an update on the developments of the Washington Group extended question sets. 

Data Collection

The Department of Statistics in conjunction with the Ministry of Culture and Social Rehabilition and Age Concern Bermuda conducted a Seniors Test and Ageing Trends Survey (STATS). The objective of the survey is to identify the immediate and changing long-term needs of Bermuda's seniors. 

The survey targetted the civilian non-institutional population 60 years and older and  included the 6 short-set Washington Group questions as well as questions on the following topics:
