What other national activities related to disability data collection have taken place since the last Washington Group meeting?

The Italian National Institute of Statistics carried out 30 cognitive interviews in order to test the draft survey questions on disability and social integration, developed among the activities for the implementation of the European Health Interview Survey (EHIS). The questions were designed by the Department of Health Sciences at Leicester University and similar tests were undertaken in the UK and in Lithuania. The questionnaire tested in Italy and in Lituania is the result of the cognitive test  carried out in the UK. The main objective of testing was to evaluate the “performance” of the questions examining the ways in which respondents interpret, consider and ultimately answer the questions as well as to check if  the respondents understand the question as it was meant by the questionnaire designers and  to identify potential sources of measurement error. Taking into account results of Italian and Lithuanian test  a new version of the questionnaire was produced and translated again in Italian.

Besides, in 2009 the Italian National Institute of Statistics will carry out a survey on Scholastic Integration of disabled students of primary and lower secondary schools. It will take into account all the administrative information that each school has on studentes with disability. With this survey for the  first time will be collected information regarding: students with disability,  specific school personnel at stundent's disposal, aids and services arranged for enhancing the scholastic integration of the student with disability.

In addition in 2009-2010 the new Health Interview Survey wil carry out by Italian National Institute of Statistic, this survey will provide a new estamate of people with disability.
