Information on disability is collected from administrative records of the Ministry of      Social Security, National Solidarity and Senior Citizen’s Welfare & Reform Institutions. Data is collected with respect to the following variables: age, sex, district of residence, cause of disability, number of children and amount paid. The statistics pertain to beneficiaries of pensions for:

(i) Basic Invalid’s Pension

(ii) Enhanced Basic Retirement Pension

(iii) Social Aid
