The survey sample was about 10.000 dwellings, distributed in all Romanian’s counties. The sampling plan being used for EHIS contains a part common to all surveys carried-on by INS (first phase of sampling) and a part specific to each survey (second phase of sampling). 

1. First phase of sampling plan - master sample EMZOT

For the design of sampling plans and the selection of samples usable in the execution of household surveys is used a basis of “master” type database constructed (sampling frame) as a sample of geographical areas – well-delimitated in territory – the Multifunctional Sample of Territorial Areas (EMZOT). EMZOT was made based on the results of the Census of Population and Housing of March 2002, it was put in function at the beginning of 2004 and it was updated in 2006.

EMZOT was designed to meet the following requirements:

-
to ensure the information necessary for the design of samples for household surveys;

-
to ensure the design and the activation of a logistics compatible with the structure and the functioning of the territorial offices of public statistics;

-
to meet the restrictions related to the costs of  on-site visits for data collection

EMZOT includes 780 research centres – Primary Units (PU) of sampling in all the counties of the country and in the districts of the Municipality of Bucharest :


- 427 centres in urban environment


- 353 centres in rural environment.

The master sample EMZOT contains approximately 1500000 permanent dwellings, distributed in 2665 localities (territorial units) from the rural area and  319 localities from the urban area. 

The management system of the EMZOT sampling frame is designed so that it enables the strict monitoring of the selections performed and the identification of certain characteristics required for the treatment of non-responses.

The main information stocked in the EMZOT master sample are:

the county code;

the area of residence;

the unique code of identification of the research centre within the county;

the unique code of identification of the dwelling within the research centre;

-
data for on-site identification of the dwelling (locality, address);

2. Second phase of sampling plan – selection of the sample of dwellings

•
In the second phase of sampling are selected, from each Primary Unit (research centre), Secondary Units of sampling, represented by dwellings, based on the method of systematic selection. This method ensures a very good dissemination of the investigated dwellings within the centre. From each research centre of EMZOT were selected in the sample 13 dwellings, and within every dwelling, all the households in it are interviewed.
