(19.42%); Bangued, Abra (19.74%); Bontoc, Mt. Province (21.13%); Santa Marcela, Apayao (22.6%); Calanasan,
Apayao (22.9%); Flora, Apayao (23.9%); Manabo, Abra (26.52%); and Tabuk City, Kalinga (28.11%)

The Municipality of Atok in Benguet was the
most improved in 2003, cutting down poverty by 33.5
percentage points. Four more Benguet municipalities,
three Ifugao municipalities, Calanasan in Apayao, and
Bauko in Mt. Province were also among the most
improved in the region (see Table 2).

Out of seventy-seven municipalities and cities
in the region, ten had failed to reduce their poverty
incidences since 2000 — the municipalities of Tanudan,
Tinglayan and Pasil in Kalinga and San Isidro,
Langiden, Villaviciosa, Boliney, Dolores, Pidigan and
Danglas in the province of Abra.
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
