In 2005, the percentage of rape offensesto total crimes against personsin CAR was 12.3 percent . The region reached a

high of 32.0 percent in 1999 during which 85 cases were recorded (see Figure 2). The other offensesdasdfied by the PNP
as crimes against persons are murder, homicide and physical injury.

Police records further reveal thatin 1996, Baguio City contributed almost half or 44.0 percent of the region'stotal reported rape
offenses. Nine yearslater, the city along with the provinces of Kalinga and Apayao, reported the leas number of rape casesin
CAR. In 2005, Baguio was the lowest in terms of percentage to total crimes against persons (see Table 1) In contrag, Mt.
Province and Apayao each reported the least number of cases or 4.0 percent of all CARcasesin 1996. By 2005 however, the
number of cases recorded in Mt. Province grew nine timesto reach 18 cases while Apayao maintained the ssme numberof
cases. Mt. Province and Benguet had the highest number of reported rapes with 18 caseseach. In 2005, Mt. Province wasthe
highest in the region in terms of percentage of rape casesto total crimes against persons.
